On April 15, 2022, Foghorn Therapeutics Inc. (the “Company”) entered into a sales agreement (the “Sales Agreement”) with Cowen and Company, LLC
(“Cowen”) pursuant to which the Company may offer and sell shares of its common stock, $0.0001 par value per share (“Common Stock”), having an
aggregate offering price of up to $200.0 million from time to time through Cowen as its sales agent. Sales of Common Stock through Cowen, if any, will be
made by any method permitted by law deemed to be an “at the market offering” as defined in Rule 415(a)(4) under the Securities Act of 1933, as amended,
including, without limitation, sales made directly on The Nasdaq Global Market or any other existing trading market for the Common Stock. Cowen will
use commercially reasonable efforts to sell Common Stock from time to time, based upon instructions from the Company (including any price, time or size
limits or other parameters or conditions the Company may impose). The Company will pay Cowen a commission of up to 3.0% of the gross sales price of
any Common Stock sold through Cowen under the Sales Agreement. The Company has also provided Cowen with customary indemnification rights.

The Company is not obligated to make any sales of Common Stock under the Sales Agreement. The offering of Common Stock pursuant to the Sales
Agreement will terminate upon the earlier of (i) the sale of all Common Stock subject to the Sales Agreement or (ii) termination of the Sales Agreement in
accordance with its terms.

The foregoing description of the Sales Agreement is not complete and is qualified in its entirety by reference to the full text of the Sales Agreement, a copy
of which is filed herewith as Exhibit 1.1 to this Current Report on Form 8-K and is incorporated herein by reference.

The Common Stock is being offered and sold pursuant to the Company’s previously filed and currently effective shelf registration statement on Form S-3,
dated February 14, 2022, containing a base prospectus (Registration Statement No. 333-262711), as amended by Post-Effective Amendment No. 1 dated
April 15,2022, and a prospectus supplement, dated April 15, 2022.

Ladies and Gentlemen:

Foghorn Therapeutics Inc. (the “Company”), confirms its agreement (this “Agreement”) with Cowen and Company,
LLC (“Cowen”), as follows:

1. Issuance and Sale of Shares. The Company agrees that, from time to time during the term of this Agreement, on
the terms and subject to the conditions set forth herein, it may issue and sell through Cowen, acting as agent and/or principal,
shares (the “Placement Shares”) of the Company’s common stock, par value $0.0001 per share (the “Common Stock”), having
an aggregate offering price of up to $200,000,000 (the “Maximum Amount”). Notwithstanding anything to the contrary
contained herein, the parties hereto agree that compliance with the limitation set forth in this Section 1 on the number of shares of
Common Stock issued and sold under this Agreement shall be the sole responsibility of the Company, and, provided it otherwise
acts in accordance with its responsibilities under this Agreement and the applicable Placement Notice (as defined below), Cowen
shall have no obligation in connection with such compliance. The issuance and sale of Common Stock through Cowen will be
effected pursuant to the Registration Statement (as defined below) filed by the Company and declared effective by the Securities
and Exchange Commission (the “Commission”), although nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as requiring the
Company to use the Registration Statement (as defined below) to issue the Common Stock.

The Company has filed, in accordance with the provisions of the Securities Act of 1933, as amended, and the rules and
regulations thereunder (collectively, the “Securities Act”), with the Commission a registration statement on Form S-3 (File No.
333-262711), including a base prospectus, relating to certain securities, including the Common Stock, to be issued from time to
time by the Company, and which incorporates by reference documents that the Company has filed or will file in accordance with
the provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended, and the rules and regulations thereunder (collectively, the
“Exchange Act”). The Company has prepared a prospectus supplement specifically relating to the Placement Shares (the
“Prospectus Supplement”) to the base prospectus included as part of such registration statement. The Company has furnished to
Cowen, for use by Cowen, copies of the prospectus included as part of such registration statement, as supplemented by the
Prospectus Supplement, relating to the Placement Shares. Except where the context otherwise requires, such registration
statement, and any post-effective amendment thereto, as amended when it became effective, including all documents filed as part
thereof or incorporated by reference therein, and including any information contained in a Prospectus (as defined below)
subsequently filed with the Commission pursuant to Rule 424(b) under the Securities Act or deemed to be a part of such
registration statement pursuant to Rule 430B or 462(b) of the Securities Act, or any subsequent registration statement on Form S-
3 filed pursuant to Rule 415(a)(6) under the Securities Act by the Company with respect to the Placement Shares, is herein called
the “Registration Statement.” The base prospectus, including all documents incorporated therein by reference,




included in the Registration Statement, as it may be supplemented by the Prospectus Supplement, in the form in which such
prospectus and/or Prospectus Supplement have most recently been filed by the Company with the Commission pursuant to Rule
424(b) under the Securities Act, together with any “issuer free writing prospectus,” as defined in Rule 433 under the Securities
Act (“Rule 433”), relating to the Placement Shares that (i) is consented to by Cowen, hereinafter referred to as a “Permitted
Free Writing Prospectus,” (ii) is required to be filed with the Commission by the Company or (iii) is exempt from filing
pursuant to Rule 433(d)(5)(i), in each case, in the form filed or required to be filed with the Commission or, if not required to be
filed, in the form retained in the Company’s records pursuant to Rule 433(g), is herein called the “Prospectus.” Any reference
herein to the Registration Statement, the Prospectus or any amendment or supplement thereto shall be deemed to refer to and
include the documents incorporated by reference therein, and any reference herein to the terms “amend,” “amendment” or
“supplement” with respect to the Registration Statement or the Prospectus shall be deemed to refer to and include the filing after
the execution hereof of any document with the Commission deemed to be incorporated by reference therein. For purposes of this
Agreement, all references to the Registration Statement, the Prospectus or to any amendment or supplement thereto shall be
deemed to include any copy filed with the Commission pursuant to the Electronic Data Gathering Analysis and Retrieval System
(“EDGAR”).

2. Placements. Each time that the Company wishes to issue and sell the Placement Shares hereunder (each, a
“Placement”), it will notify Cowen by email notice (or other method mutually agreed to by the parties) (a “Placement Notice™)
containing the parameters in accordance with which it desires the Placement Shares to be sold, which shall at a minimum include
the maximum number of Placement Shares to be issued, the time period during which sales are requested to be made, any
limitation on the number of Placement Shares that may be sold in any one Trading Day (as defined in Section 3) and any
minimum price below which sales may not be made, an illustrative form of which containing such minimum sales parameters
necessary is attached hereto as Schedule 1. The Placement Notice shall originate from any of the individuals from the Company
set forth on Schedule 2 (with a copy to each of the other individuals from the Company listed on such schedule), and shall be
addressed to each of the individuals from Cowen set forth on Schedule 2, in either case, as such Schedule 2 may be amended
from time to time. The Placement Notice shall be effective upon receipt by Cowen unless and until (i) in accordance with the
notice requirements set forth in Section 4, Cowen declines to accept the terms contained therein for any reason, in its sole
discretion, (ii) the maximum number of Placement Shares set forth therein have been sold, (iii) in accordance with the notice
requirements set forth in Section 4, the Company suspends or terminates the Placement Notice for any reason in its sole
discretion, (iv) the Company issues a subsequent Placement Notice with parameters superseding those on the earlier dated
Placement Notice, or (v) this Agreement has been terminated under the provisions of Section 11. The amount of any discount,
commission or other compensation to be paid by the Company to Cowen in connection with the sale of the Placement Shares
shall be calculated in accordance with the terms set forth in Schedule 3. It is expressly acknowledged and agreed that neither the
Company nor Cowen will have any obligation whatsoever with respect to a Placement or any Placement Shares unless and until
the Company delivers a Placement Notice to Cowen and Cowen does not decline such Placement Notice pursuant to the terms set
forth above, and then only upon the terms specified therein and herein. In the event of a conflict between the terms of this
Agreement and the terms of a Placement Notice, the terms of the Placement Notice will control.

3. Sale of Placement Shares by Cowen. Subject to the terms and conditions herein set forth, upon the Company’s
delivery of a Placement Notice, and unless the sale of the Placement Shares described therein has been declined, suspended, or
otherwise terminated in accordance with the terms of this Agreement, Cowen, for the period specified in the Placement Notice,
will use its commercially reasonable efforts consistent with its normal trading and sales practices and applicable state and federal
laws, rules and regulations and the rules of The Nasdaq



Global Market (“Nasdaq”) to sell such Placement Shares up to the amount specified in such Placement Notice, and otherwise in
accordance with the terms of such Placement Notice. Cowen will provide written confirmation to the Company (including by
email correspondence to each of the individuals from the Company set forth on Schedule 2, if receipt of such correspondence is
actually acknowledged by any of the individuals to whom the notice is sent, other than via auto-reply) no later than the opening
of the Trading Day (as defined below) immediately following the Trading Day on which it has made sales of Placement Shares
hereunder setting forth the number of Placement Shares sold on such day, the volume-weighted average price of the Placement
Shares sold, and the Net Proceeds (as defined below) payable to the Company. In the event the Company engages Cowen for a
sale of Placement Shares that would constitute a “block” within the meaning of Rule 10b-18(a)(5) under the Exchange Act (a
“Block Sale”), the Company will provide Cowen, at Cowen’s request and upon reasonable advance notice to the Company, on or
prior to the Settlement Date (as defined below) with respect to such Block Sale, the opinions of counsel, accountant’s letter and
officers’ certificates set forth in Section 8 hereof, each dated as of such Settlement Date, and such other documents and
information as Cowen shall reasonably request. Cowen may sell Placement Shares by any method permitted by law deemed to be
an “at the market” offering as defined in Rule 415(a)(4) of the Securities Act, including without limitation sales made through
Nasdaq or on any other existing trading market for the Common Stock. Cowen shall not purchase Placement Shares for its own
account as principal unless expressly authorized to do so by the Company in a Placement Notice. The Company acknowledges
and agrees that (i) there can be no assurance that Cowen will be successful in selling Placement Shares, and (ii) Cowen will incur
no liability or obligation to the Company or any other person or entity if it does not sell Placement Shares for any reason other
than a failure by Cowen to use its commercially reasonable efforts consistent with its normal trading and sales practices to sell
such Placement Shares as required under this Section 3. For the purposes hereof, “Trading Day” means any day on which the
Company’s Common Stock is purchased and sold on the principal market on which the Common Stock is listed or quoted.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, the Company shall not offer, sell or deliver, or request the offer or sale,
of any Placement Shares pursuant to this Agreement and, by notice to Cowen given by telephone (confirmed promptly by email),
shall cancel any instructions for the offer or sale of any Placement Shares, and Cowen shall not be obligated to offer or sell any
Placement Shares, (i) during any period in which the Company is, or is deemed to be, in possession of material non-public
information, or (ii) at any time from and including the date on which the Company shall issue a press release containing, or shall
otherwise publicly announce, its earnings, revenues or other results of operations (an “Earnings Announcement”) through and
including the time that the Company files a Quarterly Report on Form 10-Q or an Annual Report on Form 10-K that includes
consolidated financial statements as of and for the same period or periods, as the case may be, covered by such Earnings
Announcement.

4. Suspension of Sales.

(a) The Company or Cowen may, upon notice to the other party in writing (including by email correspondence to each
of the individuals from the other party set forth on Schedule 2, if receipt of such correspondence is actually acknowledged by any
of the individuals to whom the notice is sent, other than via auto-reply) or by telephone (confirmed immediately by verifiable
facsimile transmission or email correspondence to each of the individuals from the other party set forth on Schedule 2), suspend
any sale of Placement Shares; provided, however, that such suspension shall not affect or impair either party’s obligations with
respect to any Placement Shares sold hereunder prior to the receipt of such notice. While a suspension is in effect, any obligation
under Sections 7(m), 7(n) and 7(0) with respect to delivery of certificates, opinions, or comfort letters to Cowen shall be waived.
Each of the parties agrees that no such notice under this Section 4 shall be effective against the other unless it is made to one of
the individuals named on Schedule 2 hereto, as such schedule may be amended from time to time.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement, during any period in which the Registration Statement is no longer effective under the Securities Act, the Company
shall promptly notify Cowen, the Company shall not request the sale of any Placement Shares, and Cowen shall not be obligated
to sell or offer to sell any Placement Shares.

5. Settlement.

(a) Settlement of Placement Shares. Unless otherwise specified in the applicable Placement Notice, settlement for
sales of Placement Shares will occur on the second (2"%) Trading Day (or such earlier day as is industry practice for regular-way
trading) following the date on which such sales are made (each, a “Settlement Date” and the first such settlement date, the “First
Delivery Date”).

The Company agrees
that if the Company, or its transfer agent (if applicable), defaults in its obligation to deliver duly authorized Placement Shares on
a Settlement Date through no fault of Cowen, the Company agrees that in addition to and in no way limiting the rights and
obligations set forth in Section 9(a) (Indemnification and Contribution) hereto, it will (i) hold Cowen harmless against any loss,
claim, damage, or reasonable and documented expense (including reasonable and documented legal fees and expenses), as
incurred, arising out of or in connection with such default by the Company and (ii) pay to Cowen (without duplication) any
commission, discount, or other compensation to which it would otherwise have been entitled absent such default.

(a) Compliance with Registration Requirements. The Registration Statement and any Rule 462(b) Registration
Statement have been declared effective by the Commission under the Securities Act. The Company has complied to the
Commission’s satisfaction with all



requests of the Commission for additional or supplemental information. No stop order suspending the effectiveness of the
Registration Statement or any Rule 462(b) Registration Statement is in effect and no proceedings for such purpose have been
instituted or are pending or, to the knowledge of the Company, contemplated or threatened by the Commission. The Company
meets the requirements for use of Form S-3 under the Securities Act. The sale of the Placement Shares hereunder meets the
requirements or General Instruction I.B.1 of Form S-3.

(b) No Misstatement or Omission. The Prospectus when filed complied and, as amended or supplemented, if
applicable, will comply in all material respects with the Securities Act. Each of the Registration Statement, any Rule 462(b)
Registration Statement, the Prospectus and any post-effective amendments or supplements thereto, at the time it became effective
or its date, as applicable, complied and as of each Representation Date, complied and will comply in all material respects with the
Securities Act and did not and, as of each Representation Date, did not and will not contain any untrue statement of a material
fact or omit to state a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein not misleading. The
Prospectus, as amended or supplemented, as of its date, did not and, as of each Representation Date, will not contain any untrue
statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the
circumstances under which they were made, not misleading. The representations and warranties set forth in the two immediately
preceding sentences do not apply to statements in or omissions from the Registration Statement, any Rule 462(b) Registration
Statement, or any post-effective amendment thereto, or the Prospectus, or any amendments or supplements thereto, made in
reliance upon and in conformity with information relating to Agent’s Information (as defined below). There are no contracts or
other documents required to be described in the Prospectus or to be filed as exhibits to the Registration Statement which have not
been described or filed as required. As used herein, “Time of Sale” means with respect to each offering of Placement Shares
pursuant to this Agreement, the time of Cowen’s initial entry into contracts with purchasers for the sale of such Placement Shares.

(©) Offering_Materials Furnished to Cowen. The Company has delivered to Cowen one complete copy of the
Registration Statement and a copy of each consent and certificate of experts filed as a part thereof, and conformed copies of the
Registration Statement (without exhibits) and the Prospectus, as amended or supplemented, in such quantities and at such places
as Cowen has reasonably requested. The Registration Statement, the Prospectus and any Permitted Free Writing Prospectus (to
the extent any such Permitted Free Writing Prospectus was required to be filed with the Commission) delivered to Cowen for use
in connection with the public offering of the Placement Shares contemplated herein have been and will be identical to the
versions of such documents transmitted to the Commission for filing via EDGAR, except to the extent permitted by Regulation
S-T.

(d) Emerging Growth Company. The Company is an “emerging growth company,” as defined in Section 2(a) of the
Securities Act. The Company agrees to notify Cowen promptly upon the Company ceasing to be an emerging growth company.

(e) Not an Ineligible Issuer. The Company currently is not an “ineligible issuer,” as defined in Rule 405 under the
Securities Act. The Company agrees to notify Cowen promptly upon the Company becoming an “ineligible issuer.”

prior to the completion of Cowen’s distribution of the Placement Shares pursuant to this Agreement, any offering material in
connection with the offering and sale of the Placement Shares other than the Prospectus or the Registration Statement.

to form the basis of a finding of invalidity with respect to any patents that have been issued with respect to such applications.

(kk) Listing. The Company is subject to and in compliance in all material respects with the reporting requirements of
Section 13 or Section 15(d) of the Exchange Act. The Common Stock is registered pursuant to Section 12(b) or Section 12(g) of
the Exchange Act and is listed on Nasdaq, and the Company has taken no action designed to, or reasonably likely to have the
effect of, terminating the registration of the Common Stock under the Exchange Act or delisting the Common Stock from
Nasdag, nor has the Company received any written notification that the Commission or Nasdaq is contemplating terminating such
registration or listing. All of the Placement Shares that have been or may be sold under this Agreement have
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been approved for listing on Nasdaq, subject to official notice of issuance; the Company has taken all necessary actions to ensure
that, upon and at all times after the Nasdaq shall have approved the Placement Shares for listing, it will be in compliance with all
applicable corporate governance requirements set forth in the Nasdaq’s listing rules that are then in effect.

1 Brokers. Except for Cowen, there is no broker, finder or other party that is entitled to receive from the Company
any brokerage or finder’s fee or other fee or commission as a result of any transactions contemplated by this Agreement.

(mm) No Outstanding Loans or Other Indebtedness. Except as described in the Prospectus, there are no outstanding
loans, advances (except normal advances for business expenses in the ordinary course of business) or guarantees or indebtedness
by the Company to or for the benefit of any of the officers or directors of the Company or any of the members of any of them.

(nn) No Reliance. The Company has not relied upon Cowen or legal counsel for Cowen for any legal, tax or
accounting advice in connection with the offering and sale of the Placement Shares.

(00) Compliance with Laws. The Company has not been advised, and has no reason to believe, that it and each of its
subsidiaries are not conducting business in compliance with all applicable laws, rules and regulations of the jurisdictions in which
it is conducting business, except where failure to be so in compliance would not reasonably be expected to result in a Material
Adverse Change.

(pp) IT Systems and Privacy Laws. The Company’s and its subsidiaries’ information technology assets and
equipment, computers, systems, networks, hardware, software, websites, applications, and databases (collectively, “IT Systems”)
are adequate for, and operate and perform in all material respects as required in connection with the operation of the business of
the Company and its subsidiaries as currently conducted, and are free and clear of all material bugs, errors, defects, Trojan horses,
time bombs, malware and other corruptants. The Company and its subsidiaries have implemented and have, to date, maintained
commercially reasonable controls, policies, procedures, and safeguards to maintain their material confidential information and
the integrity, continuous operation, redundancy and security of all IT Systems and data (including all personal, personally
identifiable, sensitive, confidential or regulated data (“Personal Data’)) used in connection with its businesses, and to protect
against, and to the extent reasonably practicable prevent, security breaches, unauthorized destruction, loss, distribution, use,
access, disablement, misappropriation or modification, or other compromise or misuse of any IT Systems or Personal Data used
in connection with the business of the Company and its subsidiaries (“Breach”). There have been no Breaches, except for those
that have been remedied without material cost or liability or the duty to notify any other person, nor any incidents under internal
review or investigations relating to the same, and the Company and its subsidiaries have not been notified of and have no
knowledge of any event or condition that would reasonably be expected to result in a Breach. Except as would not cause a
Material Adverse Change, the Company and its subsidiaries are, and for the past three years have been, in compliance with all
applicable laws or statutes and all judgments, orders, rules and regulations of any court or arbitrator or governmental or
regulatory authority, policies, applicable industry standards and contractual obligations relating to the privacy and security of IT
Systems and Personal Data and to the protection of such IT Systems and Personal Data from unauthorized use, access,
misappropriation or modification (“Data Protection Requirements”). Neither the Company nor any of its subsidiaries: (i) has
received written notice of any actual or potential liability under or relating to, or actual or potential violation of, any of the Data
Protection Requirements, and has no knowledge of any event or condition that would reasonably be expected to result in any
such notice; (ii) is currently conducting or paying for, in whole or in
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part, any investigation, remediation, or other corrective action pursuant to any Data Protection Requirement; or (iii) is a party to
any order, decree, or agreement that imposes any obligation or liability by any governmental or regulatory authority under any
Data Protection Requirement.

Any certificate signed by an officer of the Company and delivered to Cowen or to counsel for Cowen pursuant to or in
connection with this Agreement shall be deemed to be a representation and warranty by the Company to Cowen as to the matters
set forth therein.

The Company acknowledges that Cowen and, for purposes of the opinions to be delivered pursuant to Section 7 hereof, counsel
to the Company and counsel to Cowen, will rely upon the accuracy and truthfulness of the foregoing representations and hereby
consents to such reliance.

7. Covenants of the Company. The Company covenants and agrees with Cowen that:

(a) Registration Statement Amendments. After the date of this Agreement and during any period in which a
Prospectus relating to any Placement Shares is required to be delivered by Cowen under the Securities Act (including in
circumstances where such requirement may be satisfied pursuant to Rule 172 under the Securities Act), (i) the Company will
notify Cowen promptly of the time when any subsequent amendment to the Registration Statement, other than documents
incorporated by reference, has been filed with the Commission and/or has become effective or any subsequent supplement to the
Prospectus has been filed and of any request by the Commission for any amendment or supplement to the Registration Statement
or Prospectus or for additional information (insofar as it relates to the transactions contemplated hereby), (ii) the Company will
prepare and file with the Commission, promptly upon Cowen’s reasonable request, any amendments or supplements to the
Registration Statement or Prospectus that, in Cowen’s reasonable opinion, may be necessary or advisable in connection with the
distribution of the Placement Shares by Cowen (provided, however, that the failure of Cowen to make such request shall not
relieve the Company of any obligation or liability hereunder, or affect Cowen’s right to rely on the representations and warranties
made by the Company in this Agreement and provided, further, that the only remedy Cowen shall have with respect to the failure
by the Company to obtain such consent shall be to cease making sales under this Agreement until such amendment or supplement
is filed); (iii) the Company will not file any amendment or supplement to the Registration Statement or Prospectus, other than
documents incorporated by reference, relating to the Placement Shares or a security convertible into the Placement Shares unless
a copy thereof has been submitted to Cowen within a reasonable period of time before the filing and Cowen has not reasonably
objected thereto (provided, however, that the failure of Cowen to make such objection shall not relieve the Company of any
obligation or liability hereunder, or affect Cowen’s right to rely on the representations and warranties made by the Company in
this Agreement and provided, further, that the only remedy Cowen shall have with respect to the failure by the Company to
obtain such consent shall be to cease making sales under this Agreement) and the Company will furnish to Cowen at the time of
filing thereof a copy of any document that upon filing is deemed to be incorporated by reference into the Registration Statement
or Prospectus, except for those documents available via EDGAR; (iv) the Company will cause each amendment or supplement to
the Prospectus, other than documents incorporated by reference, to be filed with the Commission as required pursuant to the
applicable paragraph of Rule 424(b) of the Securities Act, and (v) prior to the termination of this Agreement, the Company will
notify Cowen if at any time the Registration Statement shall no longer be effective as a result of the passage of time pursuant to
Rule 415 under the Securities Act or otherwise.
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(b) Notice of Commission Stop Orders. The Company will advise Cowen, promptly after it receives notice or
obtains knowledge thereof, of the issuance or threatened issuance by the Commission of any stop order suspending the
effectiveness of the Registration Statement, of the suspension of the qualification of the Placement Shares for offering or sale in
any jurisdiction, or of the initiation or threatening of any proceeding for any such purpose; and it will promptly use its
commercially reasonable efforts to prevent the issuance of any stop order or to obtain its withdrawal if such a stop order should
be issued.

(©) Delivery_of Prospectus;_Subsequent Changes. During any period in which a Prospectus relating to the
Placement Shares is required to be delivered by Cowen under the Securities Act with respect to a pending sale of the Placement
Shares, (including in circumstances where such requirement may be satisfied pursuant to Rule 172 under the Securities Act), the
Company will comply with all requirements imposed upon it by the Securities Act, as from time to time in force, and to file on or
before their respective due dates (taking into account any extensions available under the Exchange Act) all reports and any
definitive proxy or information statements required to be filed by the Company with the Commission pursuant to Sections 13(a),
13(c), 14, 15(d) or any other provision of or under the Exchange Act. If during such period any event occurs as a result of which
the Prospectus as then amended or supplemented would include an untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material
fact necessary to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances then existing, not misleading, or if during such
period it is necessary to amend or supplement the Registration Statement or Prospectus to comply with the Securities Act, the
Company will promptly notify Cowen to suspend the offering of Placement Shares during such period and the Company will
promptly amend or supplement the Registration Statement or Prospectus (at the expense of the Company) so as to correct such
statement or omission or effect such compliance; provided, however, that the Company may delay any such amendment or
supplement if, in the reasonable judgment of the Company, it is in the best interest of the Company to do so, provided, further,
that no Placement Notice is in effect during such time.

(d) Listing_of Placement Shares. During any period in which the Prospectus relating to the Placement Shares is

The Company will make generally available to its security holders as soon as practicable,
but in any event not later than 15 months after the end of the Company’s current fiscal quarter, an earnings statement covering a
12-month period that satisfies the provisions of Section 11(a) and Rule 158 of the Securities Act, which requirement may be
satisfied by publicly filing the required information on EDGAR.

The Company, whether or not the transactions contemplated hereunder are consummated or this
Agreement is terminated, in accordance with the provisions of Section 11 hereunder, will pay the following expenses all incident
to the performance of its obligations hereunder, including, but not limited to, expenses relating to (i) the preparation, printing and
filing of the Registration Statement and each amendment and supplement thereto, of each Prospectus and of each amendment and
supplement thereto, (ii) the preparation, issuance and delivery of the Placement Shares, (iii) the qualification of the Placement
Shares under securities laws in accordance with the provisions of Section 7(d) of this Agreement including filing fees (provided,
however, that any fees or disbursements of counsel for Cowen in connection therewith shall be paid by Cowen except as set forth
in (viii) below), (iv) the printing and delivery to Cowen of copies of the Prospectus and any amendments or supplements thereto,
and of this Agreement, (v) the fees and expenses incurred in connection with the listing or qualification of the Placement Shares
for trading on Nasdagq, (vi) the filing fees and expenses, if any, of the Commission, (vii) all issue, transfer, stamp, or similar taxes
or other duties in connection with the issuance, delivery, and initial resale of the Placement Shares, (viii) the filing fees and
associated legal expenses of Cowen’s outside counsel for filings with the FINRA Corporate Financing Department, such legal
expense reimbursement not to exceed $15,000 and (ix) the reasonable fees and disbursements of Cowen’s counsel in an amount
equal t0$75,000.

(h) Use of Proceeds. The Company will use the Net Proceeds as described in the Prospectus in the section entitled

shall not be required in connection with the (i) issuance, grant or sale of Common Stock, options to purchase shares of Common
Stock or Common Stock issuable upon the exercise of options or other equity awards pursuant to any stock option, stock bonus or
other stock plan or arrangement described in the Prospectus, (ii) the issuance of securities in connection with an acquisition,
merger or sale or purchase of assets, (iii) the issuance or sale of Common Stock pursuant to any dividend reinvestment plan that
the Company may adopt from time to time provided the implementation of such is disclosed to Cowen in advance or (iv) any
shares of common stock issuable upon the exchange, conversion or redemption of securities or the exercise of warrants, options
or other rights in effect or outstanding. Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions, nothing herein shall be construed to restrict the
Company’s ability, or require the Company to provide notice to Cowen, to file a registration statement under the Securities Act in
respect of any security of the Company, including Common Stock.

Change of Circumstances. The Company will, at any time during a fiscal quarter in which the Company intends
to tender a Placement Notice or sell Placement Shares, advise Cowen promptly after it shall have received notice or obtained
knowledge thereof, of any information or fact that would alter or affect in any material respect any opinion, certificate, letter or
other document provided to Cowen pursuant to this Agreement.
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(k) Due Diligence Cooperation. The Company will cooperate with any reasonable due diligence review conducted
by Cowen or its agents in connection with the transactions contemplated hereby, including, without limitation, providing
information and making available documents and senior corporate officers, during regular business hours and at the Company’s
principal offices, as Cowen may reasonably request.

Q) Required Filings Relating to Placement of Placement Shares. The Company agrees that on such dates as the
Securities Act shall require, the Company will (i) file a prospectus supplement with the Commission under the applicable
paragraph of Rule 424(b) under the Securities Act (each and every filing under Rule 424(b), a “Filing Date”), and (i1) deliver
such number of copies of each such prospectus supplement to each exchange or market on which such sales were effected as may
be required by the rules or regulations of such exchange or market. The Company shall disclose in its quarterly reports on Form
10-Q and in its annual report on Form 10-K, the number of the Placement Shares sold through Cowen under this Agreement, and
the gross proceeds and Net Proceeds to the Company from the sale of the Placement Shares and the compensation paid by the
Company with respect to sales of the Placement Shares pursuant to this Agreement during the relevant quarter or, in the case of
an Annual Report on Form 10-K, during the fiscal year covered by such Annual Report and the fourth quarter of such fiscal year.

(m) Bring-Down Dates; Certificate. On or prior to the First Delivery Date and each time thereafter during the term
of this Agreement (i) the Company files the Prospectus relating to the Placement Shares or amends or supplements the
Registration Statement or the Prospectus relating to the Placement Shares (other than a prospectus supplement filed in accordance
with Section 7(1) of this Agreement) by means of a post-effective amendment, sticker, or supplement but not by means of
incorporation of document(s) by reference to the Registration Statement or the Prospectus relating to the Placement Shares; (ii)
the Company files an annual report on Form 10-K under the Exchange Act; (iii) the Company files its quarterly reports on Form
10-Q under the Exchange Act; or (iv) the Company files a report on Form 8-K containing amended financial information (other
than an earnings release or other information “furnished” pursuant to Items 2.02, 7.01 or 9.01 of Form 8-K) under the Exchange
Act (each date of filing of one or more of the documents referred to in clauses (i) through (iv) shall be a “Bring-Down Date”);
the Company shall furnish Cowen with a certificate, in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 7(m) within three (3) Trading Days of
any Bring-Down Date if requested by Cowen. The requirement to provide a certificate under this Section 7(m) shall be
automatically waived for any Bring-Down Date occurring at a time at which no Placement Notice is pending, which waiver shall
continue until the earlier to occur of the date the Company delivers a Placement Notice hereunder (which for such calendar
quarter shall be considered a Bring-Down Date) and the next occurring Bring-Down Date; provided, however, that such waiver
shall not apply for any Bring-Down Date on which the Company files its annual report on Form 10-K. Notwithstanding the

(“Company IP Counsel”), in form and substance reasonably satisfactory to Cowen and its counsel, dated the date that the
opinion is required to be delivered, respectively, modified, as necessary, to relate to the Registration Statement and the
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Prospectus as then amended or supplemented; provided, however, that in lieu of such opinions for subsequent Bring-Down Dates,
counsel may furnish Cowen with a letter (a “Reliance Letter”) to the effect that Cowen may rely on a prior opinion delivered
under this Section 7(n) to the same extent as if it were dated the date of such letter (except that statements in such prior opinion
shall be deemed to relate to the Registration Statement and the Prospectus as amended or supplemented at such Bring-Down
Date).

(o) Comfort Letter. On or prior to the First Delivery Date and within three (3) Trading Days of each Bring-Down
Date with respect to which the Company is obligated to deliver a certificate in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 7(m) for which

The Company and each of its subsidiaries shall maintain, or cause to be maintained, all
material environmental permits, licenses and other authorizations required by federal, state and local law in order to conduct their
businesses as described in the Prospectus, and the Company and each of its subsidiaries shall conduct their businesses, or cause
their businesses to be conducted, in substantial compliance with such permits, licenses and authorizations and with applicable
environmental laws, except where the failure to maintain or be in compliance with such permits, licenses and authorizations
could not reasonably be expected to result in a Material Adverse Change.

(s) Investment Company Act. The Company will conduct its affairs in such a manner so as to reasonably ensure
that neither it nor its subsidiaries will be or become, at any time prior to the termination of this Agreement, an “investment
company,” as such term is defined in the Investment Company Act, assuming no change in the Commission’s current
interpretation as to entities that are not considered an investment company.

(1) Securities Act and Exchange Act. The Company will use its best efforts to comply with all requirements
imposed upon it by the Securities Act and the Exchange Act as from time to time in force, so far as necessary to permit the
continuance of sales of, or dealings in, the Placement Shares as contemplated by the provisions hereof and the Prospectus.
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(w) No Offer to Sell. Other than a Permitted Free Writing Prospectus, neither Cowen nor the Company (including
its agents and representatives, other than Cowen in its capacity as such) will make, use, prepare, authorize, approve or refer to
any written communication (as defined in Rule 405 under the Securities Act), required to be filed with the Commission, that
constitutes an offer to sell or solicitation of an offer to buy Common Stock hereunder.

%) Sarbanes-Oxley Act. The Company and its subsidiaries will use their best efforts to comply with all effective
applicable provisions of the Sarbanes-Oxley Act.

(w) Affirmation. Each Placement Notice delivered by the Company to Cowen shall be deemed to be (i) an
affirmation that the representations, warranties and agreements of the Company herein contained and contained in any certificate
delivered to Cowen pursuant hereto are true and correct at the time of delivery of such Placement Notice, and (ii) an undertaking
that such representations, warranties and agreements will be true and correct on any applicable Time of Sale and Settlement Date,
as though made at and as of each such time (it being understood that such representations, warranties and agreements shall relate
to the Registration Statement and the Prospectus as amended and supplemented to the time of such Placement Notice
acceptance).

x) Renewal. If immediately prior to the third anniversary (the “Renewal Deadline”) of the initial effective date of
the Registration Statement, the number of Placement Shares sold by the Company is less than the Maximum Amount and this
Agreement has not expired or been terminated, the Company will, prior to the Renewal Deadline, file, if it has not already done
so and is eligible to do so, a new shelf registration statement relating to the Placement Shares, in a form reasonably satisfactory to
Cowen, and, if not automatically effective, will use its commercially reasonable efforts to cause such registration statement to be
declared effective within 60 days after the Renewal Deadline. The Company will take all other action necessary or appropriate to
permit the issuance and sale of the Placement Shares to continue as contemplated in the expired registration statement relating to
the Placement Shares. References herein to the Registration Statement shall include such new shelf registration statement.

8. Conditions to Cowen’s Obligations. The obligations of Cowen hereunder with respect to a Placement Notice will
be subject to the continuing accuracy and completeness of the representations and warranties made by the Company herein, to the
due performance by the Company of its obligations hereunder and thereunder, to the completion by Cowen of a due diligence
review satisfactory to Cowen in its reasonable judgment, and to the continuing satisfaction (or waiver by Cowen in its sole
discretion) of the following additional conditions:

(a) Registration Statement Effective. The Registration Statement shall be effective and shall be available for (i) all
sales of Placement Shares issued pursuant to all prior Placement Notices and (ii) the sale of all Placement Shares contemplated to
be issued pursuant to any Placement Notice.

(b) No Material Notices. None of the following events shall have occurred and be continuing: (i) receipt by the
Company or any of its subsidiaries of any request for additional information from the Commission or any other federal or state
governmental authority during the period of effectiveness of the Registration Statement, the response to which would require any
post-effective amendments or supplements to the Registration Statement or the Prospectus; (ii) the issuance by the Commission
or any other federal or state governmental authority of any stop order suspending the effectiveness of the Registration Statement
or the initiation of any proceedings for that purpose; (iii) receipt by the Company of any notification with respect to the
suspension of the qualification or exemption from qualification of any of the
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Placement Shares for sale in any jurisdiction or the initiation or threatening of any proceeding for such purpose; or (iv) the
occurrence of any event that makes any material statement made in the Registration Statement or the Prospectus or any material
document incorporated or deemed to be incorporated therein by reference untrue in any material respect or that requires the
making of any changes in the Registration Statement, related Prospectus or such documents so that, in the case of the Registration
Statement, it will not contain any materially untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state any material fact required to be
stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein not misleading and, that in the case of the Prospectus, it will not
contain any materially untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state any material fact required to be stated therein or
necessary to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances under which they were made, not misleading.

(©) No Misstatement or Material Omission. Cowen shall not have advised the Company that the Registration
Statement or Prospectus, or any amendment or supplement thereto, contains an untrue statement of fact that in Cowen’s
reasonable opinion is material, or omits to state a fact that in Cowen’s opinion is material and is required to be stated therein or is
necessary to make the statements therein not misleading.

(©) Cowen shall have the right, by giving ten (10) days’ notice as hereinafter specified to terminate this Agreement
in its sole discretion at any time after the date of this Agreement. Any such termination shall be without liability of any party to
any other party except that the provisions of Section 7(g), Section 9, Section 10, Section 16 and Section 17 hereof shall remain in
full force and effect notwithstanding such termination.

(d) Unless earlier terminated pursuant to this Section 11, this Agreement shall automatically terminate upon the
issuance and sale of all of the Placement Shares through Cowen on the terms and subject to the conditions set forth herein;
provided that the provisions of Section 7(g), Section 9, Section 10, Section 16 and Section 17 hereof shall remain in full force and
effect notwithstanding such termination.

4:30 p.m., New York City time, on a Business Day (as defined below), or, if such day is not a Business Day on the next
succeeding Business Day, (ii) on the next Business Day after timely delivery to a nationally-recognized overnight courier and (iii)
on the Business Day actually received if deposited in the U.S. mail (certified or registered mail, return receipt requested, postage
prepaid).
